2022-23 FAFSA
Starting with the 2022-
23 academic year, all 
high school seniors are 
required to complete the 
FAFSA to graduate. The 
2022-23 FAFSA will open 
Oct. 1, 2021. 

Visit studentaid.gov to 
complete the FAFSA, or 
download the My Student 
Aid app on a smartphone. 

The 2022-23 Texas 
Application for State 
Financial Aid also will 
open Oct. 1, 2021, at 
collegeforalltexans.com. 

High school counselors are encouraged to view 
the Texas OnCourse Financial Aid Toolkit guide 
from the Texas Education Agency, which is 
designed to help counselors and advisors assist their 
students in completing financial aid applications and 
answering questions.

ANNUAL FLAT-RATE TUITION
SFA is working with students to help them graduate on 
time with as little debt as possible. Our Flat-Rate Tuition 
savings plan helps Texas undergraduate students enrolled in 
at least 12 hours to pay a flat-rate tuition of $5,300 fall and 
spring semesters for the 2022-23 academic year. We also 
have eliminated course and lab fees by rolling in a flat $100 
semester charge. This rate is set for one fiscal year and could 
change for the 2022-23 year.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION
The 2022-23 scholarship application opened Sept. 1, 2021 
and will close Feb. 1, 2022. To apply for scholarships, students 
must apply to the university. They do not need to be admitted 
to receive the mySFA login information, which will allow 
them to access the general scholarship application for the 
2022-23 school year.
